NOTE	***		My	students	all	work	on	easels	and	art	boards.		For	those	of	you	who	
have	not	had	classes	with	me	in	the	past,	you	can	either	go	to	Home	Depot,	
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buy	2’	x	4”	MDF	board,	have	them	cut	it	into	18.5”	x	20”	pieces.		Make	sure	to	
emphasize	that	the	cuts	need	to	be	as	square	as	possible	(90	degree	angles).		
Then	buy	Polyurethane	Varnish	and	varnish	the	boards.		If	you	do	not	want	to	
do	that,	you	can	purchase	the	Art	Board	from	me	for	$15,	but	let	me	know	
well	ahead	of	time,	so	I	can	prepare	it.
